1. Mount the receiving antenna

As first step you have to install the receiving antenna on
your boat. Set the 2-way mount outside, possibly far from
any obstacles and other antennas. Keep in mind that the
USB cable of the receiving antenna in 5m length and that
you must reach the router that will be located inside the
boat. So be sure to take the right measures to avoid ha-
ving to repeat the installation.

Place the 2-way mount and tighten it with the fitting set,
then you can position the receiving antenna on it. When
you don't need the antenna you can easily bend it down
or even quickly remove it, if necessary.

2. Route the USB cable

Now you must route the USB cable inside the boat and
reach the area where the router will be located. Do not
try to shorten the cable in case it's too long for your type
of installation as it would damage the antenna and invali-
date the legal warranty. The cable can't be extended with
any USB extensions, as it would reduce the signal quality
and speed.
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3. Connect the wifi router

Connect the rubber antenna to the router and find the
right location inside the boat to set it. The router can be
mounted on any horizontal surface such as a desktop or
shelf, or on a wall using two screws.

Plug the power adapter to a 100-240V socket and power
the router. The router must be powered with its supplied
power adapter. Failure to do so results in voiding of any
warranty supplied with the product.
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When you power the router a blue led lights up.

DO NOT cut the power cord of the adapter
to plug it directly to any source of 12V as this
would invalidate the warranty.

In case you have a 12V socket please use the
12V power cord included in the box.

Then plug the USB cable of the receiving antenna that
you've previously installed outside into the USB port of
the router.

The system installation is now complete, now you can get
comfortable and connect to the router by using your wifi
device: smartphone, tablet, laptop.

4. Router configuration

Use your wireless device to login and configure the
router. Be sure that the WiFi connection of your device is
enabled, then proceed as follows:

Select the wifi network that you want to link to by
clicking on it, then take a note of the Authentication and
Encryption information (you will need it later- unless
security is disabled).
